· Contract 2, Caribou Connector Segment 4 – No work has started.

· Energy audits – Initial audits were performed by Brent Dudley with Trane. Review of the initial findings for all municipal buildings for bio-mass boilers to be done by Mark Powers. Option 1: Boiler located on Glenn Street site to serve School Bus Garage, Teague School, Middle School, Learning Center, Wellness Center, Fire Department, Lions Building, Library and Municipal Building. Option 2: Two bio-mass boilers and the project would need to pay for itself.  Several bio-mass boilers installations are being installed in Aroostook County including Northern Maine Medical Center, Houlton and Limestone.
· Airport scoping meeting scheduled for November 30th.  FAA representative with Scantech reviewing survey work with process to start spring 2011. First shipments of LED lights have arrived and installation will begin. 

· Pump house at Trailer Park has been completed and is fully on line. Driveway work to be completed by Public Works.

· Tri-Community Landfill budget process has been completed. After several reviews, flat funded reserves are the same as last year.

· Charter Commission organizational meeting was held on November 18th. Patricia Collins selected as chair with John Swanberg, vice-chair and Bryan Thompson, secretary.  Public hearing to be held at Caribou Performing Arts Center on December 15th at  6:30 p.m. Commission requesting topics to be submitted prior to public hearing.
